
Kaiser Foundation’s National Awards for Excellence Program

2012 Application Guidelines: Excellence in Community Programming 
This award recognizes an individual or group that has made a significant contribution to reducing the impact and negative effects of alcohol and other drug use, or concurrent disorders involving substance use and mental health issues, through the development or implementation of effective and innovative community programming. This Award is not limited to alcohol and other drug specific interventions; it includes broad based physical and mental health promotion, prevention and treatment programs aimed at addressing risk and protective factors; building resilience; or assisting in management or recovery which can be demonstrated to reduce the impact and negative consequences of alcohol and other drug use, or concurrent disorders involving substance use and mental health issues.  

The judging criteria include:

1. Evidence that the program is based in good practice, is appropriately targeted and is sustainable.
2. Evidence that the program is effective and innovative (extends current practice in order to address gaps or meet demonstrated challenges) in promoting mental, physical and/or social well being.
3. Evidence that the program was developed with the participation of the audience of interest and other key stakeholders. 

4. Evidence that the individual or group provided significant leadership in developing or implementing the program.

A completed Nomination Package must consist of:
The completed nomination form - maximum (five) 5 pages. This form must provide the case for the nomination.  While fax and mail submissions will be accepted, electronic form submission is encouraged.
Letters of support from a minimum of three (3) independent references.  These letters should provide evidence of the impact of the individual’s or group’s contribution.
Additional supporting documentation may include: 

Nominators may provide links to relevant websites as part of their submission; however, these must be submitted electronically. Please note the attachments do not take the place of the nomination form and may or may not be considered by the judging panel.
